INFORMATION FOR CANDIDATES
· The campaign statement by each candidate shall not exceed the one page form length using font size 11 of the Arial font.
· Campaign statements from candidates for Sacramento Section office must either be received by PECG Headquarters or received by the Chairperson of the Nominating Committee (Andrew T. S. Tan in 2019) no later than the second Friday in July of the election year, 07-12-2019.
· The Sacramento Section Election Committee (a separate committee from the Nominating Committee) shall distribute, by U.S. mail, ballots containing the names of all qualified candidates and their campaign statements, to each Sacramento Section member, no later than the fourth Friday in July of the election year, 07-26-2019.  Ballot packages will contain pre-addressed postage-paid envelopes for the return of filled-in ballots by members to the PECG HQ Corporate Office.  Any Sacramento Section member that does not receive a ballot, or that misplaces or damages their ballot can call the PECG Headquarters Corporate Office to request that a replacement ballot be sent to them (and confirm that their correct home address is on file).  
· The close of balloting for the annual election of Sacramento Section officers shall be on the second Friday of August, 08-09-2019.  The PECG HQ Corporate Office must receive all Sacramento Section ballots no later than the second Friday of August, 08-09-2019.  Ballots must either be returned by U.S. mail (sealed in the ballot envelope inside the pre-addressed postage-paid envelopes included in the ballot package) or delivered by hand in-person (also sealed in the ballot envelope inside the sealed pre-addressed postage-paid envelope that was included in the ballot package) to the PECG HQ Corporate Office, 455 Capitol Mall, Ste. 501, Sacramento, CA.
· The Sacramento Section Election Committee shall count the ballots in open session and the candidate receiving the greatest number of votes shall be elected to the office without regard to quorum and majority vote provisions of PECG Sacramento Section By-Laws Article III.  Ballots should be counted by the Election Committee as soon as possible after the close of balloting, but must be counted no later than the last working day in August of the election year, Friday 08-30-2019 (prior to the PECG Corporate annual meeting held in the beginning of September or October [varies by year] where the incoming Section Directors for all Sections statewide are sworn in).
· In the event of a tie vote for any office, the incumbent Executive Committee (comprised of all of the incumbent Sacramento Section officers) shall select the officer from those tied.

· The PECG Sacramento Section members, the PECG Corporate (statewide) Secretary, and the PECG HQ Corporate Office staff shall be promptly informed of the officers elected.
